ALTERNATIVE LICENSURE

The Alternative Licensure program allows a qualified candidate to receive 
a Colorado Teaching License at the end of a successful year of teaching 
and completing required coursework. Candidates for this program must 
have at least a bachelor’s degree and have a contract from a school or 
district to be “teacher of record,” which is a lead teacher in public or 
private school classroom. Every candidate will need to complete the 
PRAXIS exam related to their subject area and grade level. 

EARN YOUR TEACHING LICENSE WHILE YOU ARE 
EMPLOYED AS A FULL-TIME TEACHER.

•	 Candidates will receive mentoring from a school or district 
experienced educator and from a college supervisor.

•	 Early Childhood, Elementary, Secondary and K-12 courses include 
hybrid coursework with highly experienced faculty and instructors.
